Dr. Fadi Salem is the Director of Policy Research at the Moham-
med Bin Rashid School of Government, founding Editor-in-Chief of
the Dubai Policy Review journal, and Senior Research Fellow lead-
ing the Future Government and Innovation research group. Previ-
ously, he was affiliated with the Belfer Center at Harvard Kennedy
School and the Lee Kuan Yew School of Public Policy in Singapore.
Dr. Salem holds a PhD in Public Policy from Oxford, an MSc from
LSE, and a B.Eng. from Aleppo University.

An international expert in digital governance and Al policy, Dr. Sa-
lem was named among the 100 Most Influential People in Digital
Government by Apolitical. He serves on several influential boards,
including the Artificial Intelligence Ethics Advisory Board (Dubai
Digital Authority) and the Digital Government Society Board, and
contributes to global councils and working groups on Al, digital
transformation, and data governance. His expertise covers Al’s so-
cietal impacts, smart cities, Govtech, and the ethical implications
of emerging technologies, with extensive publications on digital
transformation and governance.

Andrew Collinge is a non-resident fellow of Al practice. He has
fourteen years experience in data and technology leadership roles
in world city government - London and more recently Dubai. In
Dubai he led the development of the first responsible Al principles
and guidelines in the Middle East. In 2022, these were updated
and adopted by the UAE Federal Government.

He also delivers the IEEE CertifAlEd ethical Al assessment training
course with the Mohammed bin Rashid School of Government,
most recently teaching Dubai government and private sector rep-
resentatives.
